NOISE 

Quiet Hours between the hours of 11PM and 7AM 

 

PARKING

CAMPFIRES

The most direct route to the trail shall be posted in the vacation rental. 

 

PROPERTY LINES 

Clearly identify and visually represent the property lines on a map or diagram. The property lines shall be marked with No

FIREWORKS 

State of Michigan Law is as follows: 

New Year’s Eve: From 11:00 AM on December 31st until 1:00 AM on January 1st. 

The Saturday and Sunday before Memorial Day: From 11:00 AM until 11:45 PM on each of those days. 

June 29 to July 4: From 11:00AM until 11:45 PM on each of those days. 

July 5, if it falls on a Friday or Saturday: From 11:00 AM until 11:45 PM 

The Saturday and Sunday before Labor Day: From 11:00 AM until 11:45 PM on each of those days.
